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 Church cookbooks are an interesting source for genealogical research; they provide a 

context for the community in which ancestors lived and worshipped. Even more interesting is 

that they reveal what the ancestors may have eaten. Perhaps one of an ancestor’s recipes was 

well known in the community and always appeared at pitch-in dinners at the church. Maybe 

some ancestors used ingredients they grew or raised themselves, or maybe some of the dishes in 

the cookbook were favorite family dishes. This particular cookbook is from the Presbyterian 

church in Fowler, Benton County, Indiana, which was established in 1873.1 Published in 1909, 

the cookbook’s sections include everything from “Fish and Oyster” to “Cookies and Crullers” 

and “Beverages.” There are even recipes for carpet cleaner and washing fluid. Throughout the 

cookbook are handwritten recipes and advertisements for local businesses. Following are the 

names of recipe contributors to the printed book and the names appearing in advertisements. 

Many of the women have listed their first names, but some refer to themselves using their 

husbands’ names. Names are listed below alphabetically and include the page number(s) on 

which they appear.2 Editorial additions have been placed in brackets.
