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Boone County: Students and Faculty at Business 

Schools in Lebanon, Indiana, 1898–1917

Around the turn of the twentieth century, enterprises known as business schools or 

business colleges flourished throughout Indiana. Businesses needed employees who could write, 

type, maintain accounting records, and otherwise handle all the paperwork necessary for such 

operations. However, high schools generally did not provide adequate training in these areas and 

many liberal arts colleges eschewed them. Dedicated business schools stepped in to fill this gap. 

Lebanon, the seat of Boone County, played host to a series of such schools at the end of the 

1890s and into the 1910s. A more complete overview of the beginning of business schools in 

Lebanon appeared in the Fall/Winter 2022 issue of The Hoosier Genealogist: Connections, 

available at the IHS Basile History Market.1   

The following tables provide a list of students and faculty at Lebanon’s various business 

schools. These lists were compiled from newspaper articles, advertisements, and the Lebanon 

city directories. However, they are probably not comprehensive. The table provides names and 

hometown locations of students if known, illustrating that while most of Lebanon’s students 

were local, these schools also attracted enrollment from outside of Boone County. While this list 

includes individuals who enrolled in the schools, not all of them may have completed their 

courses of study. The faculty table lists the subjects taught by each instructor, illustrating the 

curricula to which students at these schools had access. It is interesting that some of Lebanon’s 

schools incorporated art and music classes, subjects not typically found in business colleges.
