Utilize academic resources on campus
and learn how to study effectively. The guideline is two hours of study for each hour
inside class.

Get involved. Go to welcome events and callouts that interest you. Stick with the ones
you really enjoy. I recommend joining a club within your major and one outside your
major.

Take care of yourself. Sleep, exercise and eat healthy foods. Drink plenty of water.

They will impact your behavior and study habits more
than you realize.

Don’t be anonymous. Get to know your professors, mentors and of course your
advisor!
