Most students stay on track to
graduate with one or more minors or certificates. Keep in mind that early planning can help seamlessly integrate these
into your academic journey. Students can take three credits during winter and nine over the summer to complete 12
extra credits per year, accelerating progress toward graduation.

Minors and certificates provide an
opportunity to explore additional interests and passions beyond your major.
